Deconstruction Provides a foundation of historical context and shared terminology regarding structural racism and 

healthcare inequities.

Spirometry Examines the history of race correction in pulmonary diagnostic testing and ramifications for 

communities of color.  
Person-first Healthcare Discusses caring for members of the LGBTQIA+ community and other PCCM- specific topics.
